New research from EIRIS on companies and human rights

Latest research from Ethical Investment Research Services (EIRIS) examines the extent to which
FTSE100 companies have adequate policies and management systems in place to uphold human
rights. The review finds that the UK's largest companies are taking their human rights responsibilities
seriously, though performance varies considerably. Fifty-four FTSE100 companies have operations in
countries identified as high risk for human rights violations, and of these 61 per cent have made an
explicit commitment to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. More information is available from
Mark Robertson (mark.robertson@eiris.org, tel.
