The Sierra Club (www.sierraclub.org) aims to bring a shareholders’ resolution to Royal Dutch Shell’'s
20 May 2008 AGM, focusing on risks to shareholder value from company operations in Alaska’s
Beaufort and Chukchi seas. Sierra seek co-filers for the resolution, which must be delivered to Shell
by 20 February.

Alberta tar sands — engagement continues

ECCR attended a presentation by Platform (www.platformlondon.org) and WWF-UK on BP’s
downgrading of its "beyond petroleum’ strategy and its entry into the highly polluting Alberta tar sands
sector. We then patrticipated in BP’s webcast on 5 February announcing the company’s 2007 full year
results and asked this question (which received no response):



“In recent years BP built a reputation for leading other international oil companies in recognition of, and
willingness to address, dangerous climate change and other corporate responsibility concerns. BP’s strapline
“beyond petroleum” promised real commitment to cleaning up its carbon emissions and moving away from
hydrocarbons and into renewables. BP’s acquisition last December of a half-share in the Sunrise field in Alberta
operated by Husky Energy has undermined its reputation as a sector leader. Exploitation of tar sands emits 3-5
times more greenhouse gases than conventional oil, and the Alberta sands are now the single largest contributor
to CO, emissions growth in Canada. Other major costs include destruction of the boreal forests, overextraction of
water from the Athabasca river, severe health impacts on local communities, and huge and dangerously toxic
tailings. How will BP address the regulatory, financial and reputational risks of investing in tar sands rather than
building a significant renewables-based business?’

Faith-based and responsible investors in North America are meeting with BP to discuss this issue, and
at least one has released a critical public statement (see http://trilliuminvest.com/news-articles-
category/hot-news-articles/press-advisory-on-oil-sands/). Further ECCR work on tar sands will be
announced.

ECCR corporate member Traidcraft Exchange reports that Written Declaration 88 on investigating and
remedying the abuse of power by large supermarkets operating in the EU has received more than 438
MEP signatures, triggering discussion between the European Parliament and the European
Commission’s DG Competition. Traidcraft Exchange and others continue to explore what the EU can
do to investigate and remedy buyer power and would welcome suggestions about raising awareness,
especially with regard to explaining the issue more clearly to MEPs, which MEPs are supportive, and
examples of good or bad supermarket practices to include in future awareness raising activities. Fiona
Gooch: fionag@traidcraft.org, 020 7242 3955.
